CHAPTER 1

EARLY LIFE
Hadhrat Allah Yar Khan™ was born in 1904 in Chakrala, a far-flung village in Mianwali District,
Pakistan; a place infamous in the sub-continent for the mischief created against Islam by Abdullah
Chakralwi. This village is situated at the foot of the Koh-e Suleiman mountain range, towards the
East, on the Talagang-Mianwali Road, 7 KM from Adda Bun Hafiz Ji. The land is plain and sandy; if
itrains, the land yields some produce; else drought is the destiny of the locals. The arid piece of land,
though quite fertile but rain-dependent, was ideally suited to groom and instil manly qualities like
strength of character, courage and hard work in the 'Man from the Desert', who had been selected by
Allah™ for guarding the courses of nature and for the Renaissance of the Natural Deen. Allah™
gifted him with innumerable qualities, which remained latent in childhood, and like this fertile but
rain-dependent land, they bloomed under Allah's Rain of Mercy, so that he became the foremost
guiding beacon for the followers on the Path of Tasawwulf.
Hadhrat Ji™'s father's name was Zulfigar Khan and the family belonged to the Awan Clan, which
descends from Hadhrat Ali™. Their family name was Sarjal Awan and they had recently moved
from Kalabagh to settle in Chakrala. Sardar Zulfigar Khan was well known for his bravery and
strength, and although the clan was relatively new in the area, their presence was strongly felt and no
one dared to challenge their authority. Within the confines of Chakrala, the area where the family
owned its lands came to be known as Dhok Sarjal. Another 400 Kanals of arable land in the area also
belonged to them. but due to its dependence on rain, the yield was low and was hardly enough to
make ends meet. He thus inherited simplicity and contentment. The environment in which Hadhrat
Ji™ was brought up was totally non-religious. They were Muslims but only in name, far away from
religious knowledge and even farther away from religious conduct. Barring a few elders, hardly
anyone prayed or fasted. Their vocation was mostly fighting, robbery and murder, which often
resulted in their going to prison or being hanged.
This was the background in which Hadhrat Ji™ grew up, but right from childhood he demonstrated a
pious character. He did not smoke either hookah or cigarettes. Allah™ made vice hateful to him. The
feuds, fights and unenlightened arrogance considered as symbols of greatness in the area, were at
discord with his noble nature. He always remained inclined towards the true religion and even at a
young age he never missed Salah. He lived in a small house about 3 miles away form Chakrala
environment and helped his father in farming and herding their sheep and goats. Once, while
hacking branches off a tree, he slipped and fell, injuring his right leg. Throughout his life, this injury
caused him pain in cold weather and he always had to use a walking stick. In this respect, his herding
goats and using a stick, can be likened to that of Prophet Musa™. He also possessed Prophet Musa's™
temperament. He was forceful in his arguments, extremely truthful and easily aroused to anger even
atavery young age.
When Hadhrat Ji™ was ten years old, he lost his father. He had two brothers, one of whom died in his
youth, while the other named Bahadur was the epitome of Chakrala's bad atmosphere, and with the
backing of the influential people of the area he remained a source of constant anguish to Hadhrat Ji™.
He never dared to confront Hadhrat Ji™, who. due to Bahadur's covert plotting, remained unhappy
with him throughout his life. Hadhrat Ji™ would often say, 'Give thanks toAllah™, had I also been
uncultured like my brother. it would have been very difficult for weak people to live in this area.’

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The dispute of Hadhrat Ji™ with his bréther was never due to matters relating to the family property,
lands or any worldly interest, but only due to differences of ideology and conduct. When Hadhrat Ji
m tried to reform him, he resorted to defiance leading to confrontation. Along with other
unscrupulous elements he always stood against Hadhrat Ji™ whether it was in the elections or in the
local disputes. The poor and the weak people of Chakrala depended upon Hadhrat Ji™'s support
against any atrocity, but unfortunately, the hand behind most atrocities was invariably that of his
own brother. Ayub Kundi, a politician from Chakrala, remained very active against Hadhrat Ji™. He
was from the Peoples Party and being unable to win Hadhrat Ji™s support suffered considerable
political loss, which was the real cause of his animosity. Thus, not only his family but also others in
Chakrala were unfortunately unable to partake in the blessings Hadhrat Ji™ distributed so freely.
Talking about the locals of Chakrala. he would quote the example of blood sucking parasites that live
on the udders of cattle and likened them to his people saying that while they sucked his blood, people
from outside received milk and blessings from him.

Hadhrat Ji™ was married in early childhood, but as the land produce was not enough and became
worse after the First World War, it became necessary for him to find some employment. His
maternal uncle, who was working in Peshawar, took him and got him enrolled in the police. During
those days, the Police service was considered a great honour and, in a way, participation of the locals
in the British rule. However, it didn't go well with his noble nature and after one year he walked out
of his job and returned home. Due to this. a warrant for his arrest was issued and he went back to
Peshawar, but when the senior officers tried to restore him, he refused and preferred imprisonment to
restoration in Police service. After he returned home, his uncle took him once again and this time got
him enrolled in the jail staff and Hadhrat Ji™ started his career as a guard at the Kohat Jail. Here,
Hadhrat Ji™ set about educating himself with personal effort and keenness. Allah™ had granted him
tremendous intelligence and a sharp mind, and within a very short time he was able to complete all
his basic education, In those days, the jail staff was usuaily illiterate, so Hadhrat Ji™ was appointed
the Munshi )clerk( of the Jail.

Due to his position, he got extra time to study and he turned his attention towards religious education.
After some time, when he was being considered for further promotion, he fell out with the Jail
Darogha (Supervisor). This person was a Hindu and was habitual of misappropriating the prisoners'
rations. One of Hadhrat Ji™s duties as jail clerk was accounting for the prisoners' rations. He would
keep a meticulous account of all the daily expenditure, which he would enter into his ledgers. This
made it impossible for the Darogha to steal the rations. He tried several ways to persuade Hadhrat Ji
™ to join him, but when he failed, he changed tactics and became overbearing and aggressive
towards him. One day, without cause, he started berating HadhratJ i™ which the Musavi (like that of
Prophet Musa ™) nature of Hadhrat Ji™* could little tolerate. He hit the thieving Hindu Darogha on the
head with the heavy bunch of keys that he was carrying, much in the same manner. as Prophet Musa™
had hit the Egyptian. However, in Hadhrat Ji™"'s case, the result was different. The Darogha proved
somewhat hardy and sustained only superficial injury from the heavy blow. An investigation was
initiated, but keeping in view Hadhrat Ji™'s impeccable character, the Jail Superintendent adopted a
soft attitude and relieved Hadhrat Ji™ from service without a formal trial. After sometime, the jail
authorities realized that they had made a mistake in letting him off so leniently for such a serious
offence and thus issued a warrant for his arrest. but by the time Police reached Chakrala, Hadhrat Ji™
had already embarked on his journey in pursuit of knowledge. far beyond theirreach.

CHAPTER 2
ACQUISITION OF KNOWLEDGE

Since childhood. Hadhrat Ji™ had a great yearning for knowledge, but who would take the trouble to
despatch him daily to the primary school from a far-flung part of the village. Moreover. after his
father's death, helping out on the lands and herding their goats became the foremost family priority.
In this way, he was deprived of the primary education. During his jail employment, Hadhrat Ji™
when he got the opportunity to complete his primary education. he also started taking interest in
religious knowledge. In the jail, often there would be lengthy discussions on religion and especially
on the topic of 'Qadiyaniat' as this Fitnah )heinous issue( was in full force in those days. Hadhrat Ji™
eagerly took part in these debates. His strong religious convictions made him intolerant of any
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deviationsin Islam. 1 : _
In the holy month of Ramadan, Maulana Abdur Rahman was invited from Misryal a Qasbah of
Talagang, to lead the Taraweeh prayers and recite the Quran in various Masajid (mosques) of Kohat.
Hadhrat Ji™ regularly attended all the Maulana's meetings as being a Munshi, spared him ample free
time in the evenings. At these meetings Hadhrat Ji™ would ask the Maulana several questions about
the false Islamic sects. These questions were often difficult to answer and, being fed up, finally one
day the Maulana told Hadhrat Ji™ that he should study religion in detail and acquire this knowledge
for himselfto get the answers.

Hadhrat Ji™ would say later that in the days prior to Maulana's advice, he would believe any
literature and misinformation pamphlets of the false factions that he read, simply because his own
knowledge and research about religion was limited. 'May Allah™ raise the stations of Hadhrat
Abdul Rahman, who advised me to go out and gain religious knowledge, otherwise, I would surely
have gone astray.’

This very important milestone in Hadhrat Ji™"'s life took place during his employment when he made
up his mind to study religion in depth. Surprisingly, it happened at the time when the Hindu Darogha
incident took place and he was freed from employment. Allah™ guided Hadhrat J i™s destiny and
changed the course of events to grant his wish. Hadhrat Ji™"s childhood and adolescence, the most
suitable periods for children to start learning passed without education. He completed his primary
education during his early youth and when, after relinquishing his job, he turned towards religious
studies, he had already completed two decades of his life.

Most biographies when mentioning the greatness of saints, state as a mark of their distinction that
they were born in apartments adjacent to a Masjid, they took their first steps in its courtyard, and
knew nothing about the world outside until completion of their religious education. Very fortunate
indeed are those who hear the Words of Allah and the Holy Prophet™ as the very first calls in their
life, but compare this to the greatness of Hadhrat Ji™ who craved after these life-inspiring phrases
since his tender age, his yearning so intense and his longing so pure, that despite having passed
studying age, he covered his education of years in days, and his liﬁE,’ started portraying the Words of
the Quran and Hadith, after the first few lessons! Hadhrat Ji "s life reflects this aspect of greatness.
Hadhrat Ji™ returned to Chakrala after the termination of his employment, but he remained there for
28 days only, after which he sought permission from his mother to leave for religious education,
which this pious lady (May Allah™ send countless blessings on her), willingly gave him. A close
relation and also a childhood friend Noor Muhammad also decided to accompany him. Hadhrat Ji
“is mother had a dream in which she saw a saintly person visit their house and give her two bags,
saying that they were for his son. When the pious lady asked one for Noor Muhammad also, the saint
struck the ground with his stick and said, 'Can anything grow in such land?' The two bags represented
the two types of knowledge that was to be bestowed upon Hadhrat Ji™, Worldly knowledge and
Spiritual Knowledge, and in time Hadhrat Ji ™attained the highest distinction in both

Baba Noor Mohammad ‘

Although Hadhrat Ji™"'s childhood companion could not keep up with his learning, his destiny was to
be forever entwined with Hadhrat Ji™. He fulfilled his friendship obligations in a manner that any
person who stayed as Hadhrat Ji™s guest could never forget his respectful behaviour and sincere
hospitality. Being a close relative he had access to Hadhrat J i™s household and was responsible for
looking after Hadhrat Ji™'s guests and informing Hadhrat Ji™ of their requirements. Once Colonel
Mahboob came to visit Hadhrat Ji™* at Chakrala. He intended to fast the following day and so as not
to disturb his host, he kept some bread aside from his dinner to eat for Sehri (Suhur) next morning.
This gesture did not escape Baba Noor Mohammad who informed Hadhrat J i™ of Colonel
Mahboob's intention. Hadhrat Ji™ ordered that special tea and Parathas (fried bread) should be sent
to Colonel Mahboob for Sehri, and in this way Baba Ji got one more chance of serving Hadhrat Ji™'s
guest. For his sincere service to Ahbab (friends, members of the Silsilah) and his devotion to Hadhrat
Ji™, Baba Ji earned Hadhrat Ji™'s eternal closeness and final proximity. Hadhrat J 1™was in Multan
when he was informed of the death of his close friend Baba Ji, and instructed that he be buried under
a particular tree on his lands, adding that his own final resting place will also be near by.

Baba Ji spoke very little, and the expression of his love for the visitors of Hadhrat J i was the faint
smile he always wore on his face. Today too, Baba Jiis silent, and very few people know whois lying
in eternal rest next to Hadhrat Ji™. However, the grave of Baba Ji is sending a silent message to all
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visitors that those who grab the mantlé of such great personalities, are never left out. Those that sit in
their comé)any are never touched by misfortune. (al Hadith).

In those days there were no regu{ar religious schools like today. The reason was that due to the
destruction of the Islamic States in India by the British. reli%\ious institutions set up by Muslim rulers
were in a state of disarray; teachers had dispersed and books had been lost. Therefore. under these
conditions, whenever the seekers of knowledge heard of a competent teacher, they would atiach
themselves to him, learn his specialist subject and then look around for other competent teachers to
complete their studies. In this quest Hadhrat Ji™"also moved from place to place.

Hadhrat Ji™"started his religious studies in about 1925 or a couple of years later. in Bhera, and then
moved on to Langar Makhdoom in Sargodha District, Chak No. 10, Mauza Shahir, Kot Fateh Khan.
Dera Jarah and then on to Jallah Makhdoom., It was while he was studying at Jallah Makhdoom that
the Jail Authorities realized that hitting the Jail Darogha had been a serious offence for which the
punishment of mere dismissal from service was insufficient. New warrants were issued and police
reached Jallah Makhdoom to arrest him, but his teacher who had been informed of this before hand.
sent Hadhrat Ji™away in time. That way he could not be apprehended by Police. From Jallah
Makhdoom he came to Pindi Gheb but stayed here only a few days.

Whenever Hadhrat Ji™was informed of an accomplished teacher, he would head in that direction.
Maulana Muhammad Ismail, a well-known teacher had a Darsgah (religious school) at Mohra
Korchasham. within the confines of Chakwal. and in 1928-29 Hadhrat Ji""made his way there. He
recited a Hadith from Bukhari Sharif to the Maulana and requested an explanation, saying that he
had been unable to get any satisfactory answer from the numerous Ulama he had met. The Maulana
did not answer him then, but asked him to return at the time of Tahajjad (midni ght prayer). Hadhrat
Ji™returned at the stated time and a deqp discourse took place between them in which both the Jvupil
and the teacher recognized each other’s talent. The result of this midnight discourse decided that
Hadhrat Ji™s next school would be this Darsgah, where he remained for the next 3 years, although
evenin later years he returned there many times for religious discourse.

In Kot Fateh Khan he studied the intricate rules of grammar from Maulvi Sahib 'Rampur Walay',
who had graduated from Deoband; he studied Persian (Farsi) literature at Bhera, Chak No. 10 near
Sargodha and Langar Makhdoom, and to learn Farsi grammar he spent a considerable time at Mauza
Shahir and Chak No. 10. He also went to Pindi Gheb for the purpose, but returned after a few days.
dissatisfied.

At Langar Makhdoom. Hadhrat Ji™remained associated with Maulana Muhammad Makhdoom. It
is worth nothing that under the patronage of the Makhdoom family, for centuries, this place had
remained a centre for religious learning. Lahore's famous Saint Khawajah Muhammad Ismail
Suharwardi aka Mian Wadda™ had been a pupil of Makhdoom Abdul Kareem™ here. in the 11"
Century Hijrah.

In 1932. Hadhrat Ji**went to reside at the Khawajgan Masjid in Dalwal, near Kalar Kahar, for
studying the Hadith under the tutelage of Maulana Syed Amir™, Fazil-e Deoband (graduated from
the school at Deoband). On completion, a Turban (Dastaar) was conferred on him. Maulana Syed
Amir was an extremely pious person. In old age he contracted TB and was brought to Lahore for
treatment, but on seeing nurses without Purdah (Hi jab), he refused to remain in hospital and
returned home without treatment. _

During his stay in Dalwal, Hadhrat Ji*“got the chance to speak in his first debate at Dheri Sa}éyedan.
He had not prepared for the debate but when he realized tlFl’at the religious scholars of Ahl-e Sunnah
were unable to refute their opponents. he stood up and spoke. Due to his success in this debate. he
became known nationally.

Hadhrat Ji™"studied under various teachers very diligently and after years of hard study apart from
mastering books in the Arabic and Persian languages. fle attained distinction in other fields of
learning like logic, etymology and development of words, grammar, Tafseer of the Quran and
Hadith, intricacies of religious debating, and rebuttal of false factions posing under the guise of
Islam. His teachers were very impressed by his God-gifted abilities. His memory was so sharp that
one reading would fix a lesson forever in his mind and there was never a need to repeat the lesson.
Sometimes, when he shared a lesson with other students. they thought that he had 25 ready read the
book and was only revising. The fact that he was much older than them. made it hard for them to
believe that he too, like them, was studying it for the first time.

Madrassah Ameeniah

Despite having been granted a Turban (Dastaar) for his study of Hadith at the Masjid Khawajgan at
Dalwal, Hadhrat Ji""was not satisfied. and for revision of Hadith education. he joined the Madrassah
Ameeniah in Delhi in 1933. The Head of this Madrassah. (religious school) in those days, was Mufti
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Kafayat Ullah™. Deoband Madrassah had beern locked due to the Raishmi Roomal (Silk
Handkerchief) Movement; its teachers had either been imprisoned or exiled and most of those who
had escaped the clutches of the British were teaching here. In this way, Hadhrat J i"“was able to take
full advantage of their presence. Under the tutelage of Mufti Kafayat Ullah, he read the Tafseer
(commentary on the Quran) of Hadhrat Abdullah bin Umar ™, Bezawi, Tahavi Shareef and Hadaya.
During lessons, many religious discourses took place between teacher and student. Once, recalling
their discussions Hadhrat Ji™ said, “Whenever I asked a question, Mufti Kafayat Ullah™ would
listen with attention. The question would be solid and he would say, “You always keep the rules in
mind when asking a question, where did you study these rules?”
After completing his Hadith studies, Hadhrat Ji™ was unhappy to leave Madrassah Ameeniah, and in a
nostalgic frame of mind wrote a couplet in Farsi (Persian) on its wall, the meaning of which is:
“lam féaving Delhi with a heavy heart, |
Delhi is like Paradise and I am leaving it like Prophet Adam™.
This action was somewhat similar to Maulana Abdur Rahman Jami™"s writing a verse on a Masjid wall a
couple of centuries earlier, when in the quest of knowledge he, accompanied by is students, had called upon
the Sufi saint, Hadhrat Ubaid Ullah Ahrar™. Expecting to find a poor fakir, he found Hadhrat Ubaid Ullah
Ahrar™ an affluent person, surrounded by luxury. Leaving the Darsgah disillusioned, Hadhrat Abdur
Rahman Jami wrote his lament on one of its walls:
'He who covets the world is notaman.'
It was late afternoon and being overcome with fatigue, he ate some food from the 'Langar' (common Kitchen)
and went to sleep in the courtyard of the Masjid. In a dream he saw himself on the Day of Judgment, bein
dragged towards Hell in punishment for a corncob he had once unlawfully eaten. While he was being dragged,
his gaze fell on a distinguished Master surrounded by his servants, one of whom was carrying a bas%cet tull of
corncobs. The Master ordered the servant to toss a corncob to him so that he may return it and free himself of
his guilt. The distinguished Master was Hadhrat Ubaid Ullah Ahrar™, who helped him on the Day of
Judgment. When Maulana Jami™woke up it was time for the Zuhr prayer. After Salah, Hadhrat Ubaid Ullah
Ahrar™was leaving the Masjid when he saw Hadhrat Jami™standing in front of the wall desperately tying to
cover his earlier comment. On insistence of the Shaikh he stepped aside, the Shaikh read the verse and told
him to complete the couplet:
“He who covets the world isnota man
Butifhe does, he does it only for the Friend™.
Who was to know that Hadhrat Ji™'s lament on a Madrassah wall, common to that of Hadhrat Abdur Rahman
Jami. would in time to come, entwine Hadhrat Ji™'s destiny with these distinguished personalities and that his
name would follow theirs in the Shajrah (Chain of Transmission) of the Silsilah Nagshbandiah Owaisiah.
Enquiry and research were two qualities that were part of Hadhrat J i™s nature. He would exchange views
with various teachers and would not be satisfied till he had fully understood the point. Mentioning the Hadith-
e Jibreel, he said later that he would detain his teachers some times for an hour or two hours, till l%e felt he had
completely understood the correct meaning. He was extremely respectful towards his teachers and even
during discussion and inquiry, his manner and tone was extremely reverential, refined and respectful.
Syed Anwar Shah Kashmiri™
It'is said that the Muhadditheen (The exalted persons who collected the Hadith the traditions of the Holy
") travelled thousands of miles to coﬁect and authenticate every single Hadith. Similar effort was
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undertaken by Hadhrat Ji™in the quest of religious knowledge. At the culmination of his education, he went
to Hadhrat Anwar Shah Kashmiri™ to learn the subtle realities of extremely delicate issues. Hadhrat Ji
“spoke of him in very reverential tones. To explain the topic of 'subtle realities', Hadhrat Ji™“would recount
the dialogue between Shaikh Abul Hassan Khargani™and Sultan Mahmood Ghaznavi (the king from Ghazna
who preceded the Mughals by a few centuries into India). The Shaikhread the Sultan the famous quotation of
Hadhrat Bayazid Bustami™: “Whoever sees me will be safe from Kufr (disbelief) and Shirk (po ytheism).”
The Sultan strongly objected to this; saying that the status of Hadhrat Bustami™was not higher than that of the
Holy ProPhet"“‘, because two of the most staunch Kafirs i.e. Abu Jahal and Abu Lahab had both seen the Holy
Prophet™"* but they did not remain safe from Kufr and Shirk. Hadhrat Abul Hassan Khargani™'s reply to the
Sultan was that apart from the four Caliphs™ and the Companions, nobody had seen the Holy Pro het™"* and
the following verse of the Holy Quran asserts: They look towards thee, ﬁut they do not see. (7:198). After
juoting this incident, Hadhrat Ji ™would say, “When I am cL estioned on the Day of Judgement, “What good
eeds have you brought?” I shall reply: “O Almighty Allah, I had the honour of paying a visit to Thy good
servant Syed Anwar Shah Kashmiri, and that is the only good deed I can present before You.”
Hadhrat Ji™“spent approximately ten years in pursuit of scholarship. He kept moving from place to place and
from teacher to teacﬂer. He completed in mont%s, what took others years to learn. His unmatched intelligence,
keen memory, ten years of solicitous study, and tutelage under teachers of the calibre of Hadhrat Syed Anwar
Shah Kashmiri™, Mufti Kafayat Ullah, and Maulana Khalil Ahmed Anbethwi™ point to the vastness and
depth of his knowledge. Hadhrat Ji™s aim was not to collect Turbans or to get degrees but to gain knowledge

er se, which has no limit, and this remained his foremost priority throughout his life.
he Science of Herbal Medicine
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In those days, majority of the students, after ompleting religious education, studied the science of herbal
medicine. This enabled them to support themselves ﬁnancial@ while they taught gratis at religious schools,
solely to gain Allah's Pleasure. It was a common practice with man distinguished Ulama (religious teachers)
to practise medicine, when free from teaching, to support themselves. Even some Muslim sultans have also
been known to live entirely on the meagre income made by selling hand-made caps and copies of the Quran.
Alas, this noble practice has been abandoned. If today, along with religious studies, these schools also
imparted vocational training to their students, not only would it enhance the honour of these institutions, but
also the thousands of students graduating annually would become useful citizens of the country.
Hadhrat Ji™, according to custom, studied the science of 'Hikmat', and within 6 months completed the course
with distinction to become an expert in this field. During his stay in Delhi he also met Hakeem Ajmal Khan
and learnt three curative prescriptions from him. Hadhrat Ji™s fame spread not only as a religious scholar but
also as a famous Hakeem )Hakeem-e Haziq, one who is an expert in his field(; but the excessive demands on
his time, due to hisreligious activities, did not allow him to continue the practice.
Hadhrat Ji“would sometimes diagnose complex illnesses of his followers and prescribe for them. The author
(of the original book in Urdu) was iven a prescription for jaundice, which is effective even today. Once,
when despite vigorous analysis and tests, the author's malady could not be diagnosed, he mentioned it to
Hadhrat Ji™*who always Egeferred to read to the lEulse at the time of Fajr. After the Fajr Salah the author
attended upon Hadhrat Ji™“who, while sitting on his prayer mat, read the E}_lijlse, diagnosed the malady and
%\’e a [;‘rcscription. A few weeks of medicine use cured him completely. F adhrat Ji™"would also advise a
azifah' (({zranic Verses) to read along with the cure. Along with the prescription be also asked the author to
lace the right hand over his head after offering every Fardh Salah and to recite 7 times: “Allah, Allah-o Rabbi,
aushriko Behi Shai'ya”. This too has been very beneficial to his followers.
Teaching and giving Lectures
After completing his education, Hadhrat J i™returned to Chakrala in 1934-35, when he was about 30 years old.
According to the wishes of his mother he got married again. When Habib Khan, one of his old friends from
student days heard of his return, he pleade with him to take over the responsibilities of a teacher at his village
and so Hadhrat Ji™accompanied by his wife moved to Chak 66, where they were provided proper 'Purdah’
accommodation. He resided there during 1935-36.
Since Hadhrat Ji™ had become well known in Dalwal from his student days, a landlord of this area, Malik
Hakim Khan, who had considerable land in Chak no. 13, Khanewal, then requested him to take over the
teaching of religious instruction in that area, which he accepted and moved there with his wife. Hadhrat Ji™s
elder daughter Ghulam Sughra was born there in 1937 followed by his son Abdur Rauf in 1939. However, in
1941 Hadhrat Ji™s wife passed away and after her burial in Chak no.13, he returned back to Chakrala with his
young children so thathis mother could take care of them.
On his return, Hadhrat Ji™noticed that Chakrala had, by then, become a vice den. If any religious person
ventured there for preaching the truth, he would be intim idated and forced to leave. On the other hand,
Hadhrat Ji™, apart from being a well-known religious personality was also a local Zamindar (a land owner).
In opposition to this irreligious group, he set himself _uf) in the erand Masijid called 'Chitti Masjid' (the White
Maslild), and remained busy in giving daily lessons till Zuhr. He would then offer the rest of his prayers in a
small Masiid near his house, where he was followed b his students, and the lessons would continue till
Maghreb. He would deliver the Jum'ah lecture at the Cﬁitti Masjid, which would be very effective, and a
source of guidance for the simple but misguided Muslims.
The movement of religious reformation that Hadhrat J i™started was not welcome by the wayward people of
the area and, as expected, they raised a grand opposition to him. In this respect, however, the ties of his clan
and relatives proved strong and despite being irreligious, they came out in his support. Hadhrat J i™would
often mention a person called Sultan urkharu, who as a well known notorious character, but a brave man. He,
along with his band of followers stood by Hadhrat Ji™against the opposition. Whenever he would present
himselfto Hadhrat Ji™, he would sitat his feet and when invited to sit on his bed, he would r"fl:aply that being an
irreligious and illiterate man he could not bring himself to sit on the same bed as Hadhrat Ji™. He said that his
only wish was to spend the rest of his life defending Hadhrat Ji™. In 1963, due to some old animosity, he was
ftht dead in Mianwali. Hadhrat Ji™would often say, “Even irreligious people helped me for the sake of
slam”.
It was during this period that the Fitnah (sedition) of Chakralwi also disappeared from the face of this earth. In
relating the account of the last descendant of Abdullah Chakralwi, Hadhrat Ji*"would recount that he lost his
senses in old age and kegt repeating during his last days that his body should be burned. Take warning, then, O
ye with eyestosee. (59:2) i
Tt would not be correct to say that Hadhrat Ji™s education was confined to a specific period of his life or he
spent a specific time in learning, since he kept acquiring knowledge througgout his life. Books were his
companions. Whenever he was presented with a new book he woul% read it in a single sitting and not only
would he carry out a detailed discussion about it, he would also quote from it. A particular class of memory 1s
known as 'photographic memory' in English, which denotes a sharp memory that can retain everything which
crosses the eyes. Allah™" had gifted him with something even better, a miraculous memory that astounded not
only the common folk but also the learned U lama.
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
